The wit and wisdom of Andy 1,
Rooney have earned him legions -
of fans across the nation and
around the world.

As the author of several _ _ _ V"
bestselling books, an award- CONNSERE . L . 4
winning syndicated newspaper ; g ' ; :
column and a popular spot on
CBS TV's 60 Minutes, his face
and voice rank among the most
familiar of our times.

Lesser known — ot
equally fascinating — is Lhe
part of Rooney's life that
included more than a Tew
minuies of boyhood sdventures
i the greater Sarstoga/Capital
Region. For example, he
doubis there's anyone alive who
knew the barn behind 23
Church Avenue in Ballston Spa
as well as young Andy Rooney.,

The Church Avenue house and bam originally belonged 1o his patermil grandparents (Charles P. Rooney of England and Annie Aitken
Reoney of Portobello, Scotland) whe acquired the property in 1903 when Rooney's father, Walter Scott Rooncy, was in hiis late veens.
Walier and his twis older hrothers, Fred and Bill, had spent their earlier years in residences on Ballston Avenue and Malta Avenuc,

By the time Andrew Aitken Roaney came along on January 14, 1919, the Church Avenue property had become the matrimaonial home
of his beloved Uncle Bill and Auntie Belle. The couple initially moved in to help care for Rooney's widowed paternal grandmeother and
stayed there until their own deaths in 1950, Although Uncle Bill was better known throughout the ane as willinm C. Rooney, ahighly
respected and community-minded attorney-at-law and Auntie Belle (nee Annabel Cole) earmed accolades a8 p civic voluntecr, thei
nephew admired und respected them fior oither reasons.

The Deer Park propery — now called
kelley Park — was known for its beautitul
orchards &nd the fersey cows kept by the
Reynelds family, Booney's sister, Mancy,
says the Revnolds also kept pigs which were
nounshed solely with com grown on the
premises and milk from the Jersey cows.

Crrginally owned by Harvey Chapiman
i the 18405 and lnter run as o farm by
Merritt 1. Esmond, the Balph Strect property
wis purchased by the Reyvnolds i 15900 foom
Charles and Cora Blittersdorit.

When o fire damaged the house on MNew
Year's Dy 1914, Grandtether Beynolds sold
what remaimed of the structure to Frank 5.
Hathorn and his wite Helen. When the
property woas subsequently used by the
Catholic Church, the houwse was converied
into o muUnNmery.

In the 1960s, a barmm on the former
Reynolds family homestead (in which
Mancy recalls having seen the vear 1860 1n
the slate roof) was burned to the ground by
vandals — ironically while a village fire
pumper wis berng stored inside!

Legend has it that Andrew and Mancy Roomey's
grundmether's father came w Amenca "after being run out of
Scotland” for wrving 1o start a undon inoa paper mill o ferry's
ride away from Gilasglow and that "Grandma Annie” didn't
comie to this country until two vears later becouse she initially
didn’t want to leave her homeland.

Given this colorful family story, it's not surprsing that
the winien between Ellinor Revnolds and Waller Scotl Booney
would produce ehildren and grandehildren of distinction!

On August 29, 1911 — o year after Walier gradunted from
Williams College -- he exchanged wedding vows with Ellinor
m an evening ceremany ab the home of her parents on then
rural Rilph Street in Ballston Spa.

A newspaper account described the bride ds “one of
